Since our last newslett er we’ve kept a busy schedule of 
programs and acti viti es at the museum.  

We conti nue to off er the 
“Storybook Museum” 
program on the fi rst 
Friday of each month 
where parti cipati ng 
children enjoy a story 
and craft  acti vity in 
the Hands-on History 
gallery.  The pre-school 

literacy program has developed a good, regular following 
and we conti nue to see new visitors each month for this 
program.

During 
the event, parti cipants were encouraged to bring and read 
excerpts of work by African-American authors and poets.

MUSEUM WELCOMES NEW STAFF MEMBER

The American Flag: 
Care, Display and Respect  

The American fl ag should always be handled respectf ully, 
and should be carefully protected in storage and in use so 
that it won’t be damaged.  Every precauti on should be taken 
to prevent it from becoming soiled, tatt ered, or torn.   It 
should not touch the ground, water, or fl oor.  When handling 
the fl ag don’t let it brush against other objects. 

If the fl ag gets wet, it should be smoothed and hung unti l 
dry—never roll, fold, or put it away while sti ll damp.  Flags 
should be dry-cleaned, not washed, and kept in good repair. 
Most dry cleaners will clean a U.S. Flag free of charge.  
Hutchens Cleaners and A Cleaner World are two local 
cleaners that provide this free service.  It is appropriate to 
cut off  ragged ends or sti tch together stripes if they come 
apart in the wind however the fl ag should not be cut and 
hemmed to the point where the height to length rati o looks 
out of proporti on.

According to the United States Flag Code, Title 4, Chapter 
1, “The fl ag, when it is in such a conditi on that it is no 
longer a fi tti  ng emblem of display, should be reti red and 
destroyed in a dignifi ed way, preferably by burning.”  In 
many American communiti es, one or more organizati ons 
render an important community service by collecti ng and 
overseeing the proper disposal of old, worn, tatt ered, frayed 
and/or faded U.S. Flags. Check with your local Boy Scouts 
of America, Veterans of Foreign Wars, American Legion, or 
Disabled American Veterans.

Although American fl ags are out in force on holidays, it 
is proper to fl y the fl ag every day of the year, weather 
permitti  ng, between sunrise and sunset.  It may also be 
fl own at night as part of a patrioti c display as long as it is 
illuminated.  Customarily the fl ag is not fl own in inclement 
weather unless it is made of all-weather material.

When the fl ag is fl own from a staff  projecti ng horizontally 
or at an angle from a window sill, balcony or the front of a 
building, the union of the fl ag should go all the way to the 
peak of the staff , except when fl own at half-staff .  The fl ag 
is suspended verti cally over a street, with the union to the 
north on an east-west street; to the east on an east-west 
street.  When the fl ag is displayed but not fl own from a staff , 
it should be hung fl at against a wall (not tucked or draped), 
whether indoors or out.  The union should be uppermost 
and to the fl ag’s own right, meaning on the observer’s left .  
In a window, it should be displayed in the same way, with 
the union to the left  of the observer in the street.

When wearing a U.S. Flag Lapel Pin, you should wear the pin 
on the left  lapel near the heart.

Whenever the fl ag passes by, as in a parade, U.S. citi zens 
pay it their respects by standing at att enti on and placing the 
right hand over the heart. Men remove their hats and hold 
them, in their right hands, over their hearts. This rule also 
applies to women wearing sports caps. Men and women in 
the armed forces give the military salute as the fl ag passes. 
Veterans and service personnel out of uniform may give the 
military salute or place the right hand over the heart.

If you’ve had the opportunity to stop by the museum’s 
administrati ve offi  ces over the last couple of months,  you 
are likely to have seen a new face.  Karen Nealis joined the 
museum’s staff  as administrati ve assistant/bookkeeper at the 
end of April.

Karen worked previously with Surry Community College 
and Cross Creek Apparel and brings a strong background of 
computer technology to the positi on.  Over the next few months 
she’ll be working to digiti ze our donor records and membership 
management systems along with her day-to-day responsibiliti es.  
We’re excited to have her as part of our team so stop by and 
welcome her next ti me you’re in the museum.

MUSEUM WELCOMES NEW STAFF MEMBER

The American Flag: 
Care, Display and Respect  

The American fl ag should always be handled respectf ully, 
and should be carefully protected in storage and in use so 
that it won’t be damaged.  Every precauti on should be taken 
to prevent it from becoming soiled, tatt ered, or torn.   It 
should not touch the ground, water, or fl oor.  When handling 
the fl ag don’t let it brush against other objects. 

If the fl ag gets wet, it should be smoothed and hung unti l 
dry—never roll, fold, or put it away while sti ll damp.  Flags 
should be dry-cleaned, not washed, and kept in good repair. 
Most dry cleaners will clean a U.S. Flag free of charge.  
Hutchens Cleaners and A Cleaner World are two local 
cleaners that provide this free service.  It is appropriate to 
cut off  ragged ends or sti tch together stripes if they come 
apart in the wind however the fl ag should not be cut and 
hemmed to the point where the height to length rati o looks 
out of proporti on.

According to the United States Flag Code, Title 4, Chapter 
1, “The fl ag, when it is in such a conditi on that it is no 
longer a fi tti  ng emblem of display, should be reti red and 
destroyed in a dignifi ed way, preferably by burning.”  In 
many American communiti es, one or more organizati ons 
render an important community service by collecti ng and 
overseeing the proper disposal of old, worn, tatt ered, frayed 
and/or faded U.S. Flags. Check with your local Boy Scouts 
of America, Veterans of Foreign Wars, American Legion, or 
Disabled American Veterans.

Although American fl ags are out in force on holidays, it 
is proper to fl y the fl ag every day of the year, weather 
permitti  ng, between sunrise and sunset.  It may also be 
fl own at night as part of a patrioti c display as long as it is 
illuminated.  Customarily the fl ag is not fl own in inclement 
weather unless it is made of all-weather material.

When the fl ag is fl own from a staff  projecti ng horizontally 
or at an angle from a window sill, balcony or the front of a 
building, the union of the fl ag should go all the way to the 
peak of the staff , except when fl own at half-staff .  The fl ag 
is suspended verti cally over a street, with the union to the 
north on an east-west street; to the east on an east-west 
street.  When the fl ag is displayed but not fl own from a staff , 
it should be hung fl at against a wall (not tucked or draped), 
whether indoors or out.  The union should be uppermost 
and to the fl ag’s own right, meaning on the observer’s left .  
In a window, it should be displayed in the same way, with 
the union to the left  of the observer in the street.

When wearing a U.S. Flag Lapel Pin, you should wear the pin 
on the left  lapel near the heart.

Whenever the fl ag passes by, as in a parade, U.S. citi zens 
pay it their respects by standing at att enti on and placing the 
right hand over the heart. Men remove their hats and hold 
them, in their right hands, over their hearts. This rule also 
applies to women wearing sports caps. Men and women in 
the armed forces give the military salute as the fl ag passes. 
Veterans and service personnel out of uniform may give the 
military salute or place the right hand over the heart.

If you’ve had the opportunity to stop by the museum’s 
administrati ve offi  ces over the last couple of months,  you 
are likely to have seen a new face.  Karen Nealis joined the 
museum’s staff  as administrati ve assistant/bookkeeper at the 
end of April.

Karen worked previously with Surry Community College 
and Cross Creek Apparel and brings a strong background of 
computer technology to the positi on.  Over the next few months 
she’ll be working to digiti ze our donor records and membership 
management systems along with her day-to-day responsibiliti es.  
We’re excited to have her as part of our team so stop by and 
welcome her next ti me you’re in the museum.
